About Chasing Ice

In the spring of 2005, acclaimed environmental photographer James Balog headed to the Arctic on a tricky
assignment for National Geographic: to capture images to help tell the story of the Earth’s changing climate.
Even with a scientific upbringing, Balog had been a skeptic about climate change. But, that first trip north
opened his eyes to the biggest story in human history and sparked a challenge within him that would put his
career and his very well-being at risk. Director Jeff Orlowski spent months following Balog as he struggled
with balky equipment, terrible weather, sideways terrain and personal injury to acquire time-lapse
photography of moving glaciers. The time-lapse footage shows dramatic evidence of glacier retreat in
Greenland, Iceland, Alaska and Montana.
